A Public Church

St. Bartholomew’s supports the community by offering a clean, inexpensive place for semi-public events.   However, it costs more than $150,000 a year to manage it properly.

Our church is free of paid advertising.  We are “semi-public,” owned by people who share the mission of serving the world.  As a non-profit institution, we seek to off-set the real costs of the parish.  

It costs $300 a day to keep the church open, not including the cost of the cleric, the secretary or other staff necessary.
